There are many giantsin our City and very few Davids. Toronto City Mission is
committed to living alongside children and their families and to teach them to
have faith like David. At over nine feet tall and wearing a full suit of armour, Goli-
ath taunted God infront of a terrified King Saul and Israelite army. David dressed
in his simple tunic, carrying his shepherd's staff, slingshot and a pouch full of
stones, approached Goliath. The giant cursed at him, hurling threats and insults.
David was not afraid, knowing God was with him. David only needed one of his
five stones to drop the Giant to the ground.

The children we work with are not facing 9ft giants but the wars in our City are of
a different nature. Daily the kids we work with face drug leaders, gang members,
guns in their school yards and peer pressure. For this reason, TCM has committed
workers and volunteers in five Toronto Communities that work year round to
teach kids that God can handle giant problems and hard situations. We teach
them that God loves them and will fight with them and for them if they trust Him.

Over the past few months, TCM's Community Workers have had the privilege of
watching some of the kids they work with approach and respond to situations like
David would.

During a lesson about the Rich Young Ruler (ML, 19) we asked the children if they

were willing to give up everything. 6 year old leffery immediately raised his hand

enthusiastically. When we tested him by asking if he would even give up his shoes
ond sweater, without hesitation he began taking them off.

Erin, a teen in the Willowtree Community was being pressured by friends fo join o
gang and get involved in soliciting drugs. After confiding in TCM staff, Erin de-

cided to find o new group of friends and hos starfed a pari-time job to eam spend- |
ing money.

During March Break camps Community Worker Linda taught the SK-grade 4 kids
obout lesus. After o week of lessons she asked the students if they would like to

trust in and follow fesus. All SEVEN of them gave a resounding "ves” and prayed
the sinner’s prayer.

As we approach the summer and we serve approximately 200 kids each day
through our Sonshine Day Camps, please continue to prayfor the kids, staff,
summer interns, mission teams and volunteers as we work to transform lives
and communities in the City of Toronto.
